SCHOOL CHOICE DEFINITIONS: 
 

Co-enrolled sibling: Siblings (brother or sister) who will be enrolled in the same school/program at the same time. A student who will 
be co-enrolled will receive a preference in the lottery. Co-enrolled sibling preference only applies to a family’s first choice school, unless 
a family has been affected by boundary change.  Siblings must be living in the same household.  
Fee-for-Service Kindergarten: Fee-for-Service Kindergarten is a full-day kindergarten program requiring the family to pay monthly 
tuition for the second half of the school day as well as an administrative fee. All transfer families must submit a signed Statement of 
Understanding for Fee-for-Service by March 7, 2008 to each requested school.  Please note: State legislators will be voting in February 
2008 on a school district’s ability to charge tuition for full-day kindergarten.  In the unlikely event that the District cannot offer tuition-
based full-day kindergarten in the 2008-2009 school year, the full administrative fee will be refunded, the contract will be terminated, 
and we will contact you immediately regarding kindergarten options.  For more information contact nhauth@pps.k12.or.us.  
Focus option: A school or program structured around a unique curriculum, such as a language immersion program. Focus options are 
also referred to as magnet, special focus and designated special programs. 
Free and reduced price meals (FRM) weight: Eligibility for free and reduced meals may slightly increase or decrease students’ odds in 
the lottery, if their income level balances the overall income balance of the requested school.  To find out if you are eligible or to submit 
a Free and Reduce Price Meals application and release of information, go to www.enrollment.pps.k12.or.us/11807 or call Nutrition 
Services at 503-916-3399.  Families who have already submitted a Free and Reduced Price Meals application can give the District 
permission to use this information by checking the permission box on page 2 of this application. 
Hardship/Extraordinary Circumstances: An urgent situation that poses imminent health, safety or serious educational concerns for the 
student. 
Linked sibling: Families have the choice of linking their children in the lottery so that all siblings are either accepted or not accepted to 
the requested school or program.  Linked siblings only applies if the siblings are entering the same grade, reside in the same household 
and have all the same school choices.  Linked sibling DOES NOT apply to NCLB applicants.  This is not a preference and does not 
improve your children’s chance in the lottery.   
Neighborhood school: A school serving a designated attendance area. 
NCLB Priority:  The federal NCLB Act requires that all students assigned to schools identified as in “school improvement” status be 
offered the option to receive high priority transfer with free transportation to two or more other schools not considered to be in “school 
improvement” status.  Families will be notified if their student is eligible for NCLB priority, and must submit an on-time application to 
be considered for transfer.  Placement will be based upon space availability and rank-ordering of eligible students, in accordance with 
Federal requirements.  Transportation will be provided for approved students through the highest grade at the transfer school unless the 
student moves out of the NCLB priority school neighborhood.
